in different ways when 
celebrating Christmas? 

4. How would I weigh up 
the idea that Jesus is 
the Messiah, a Saviour 
from God and is 
important in the world 
today and, if it is true, 
the difference that might 
make in people’s lives?

Sequence of learning 
1. Program inputs for 

control, selection 
(conditions) and 
sensing for interaction 
and data variables for 
scoring and a game 
timer.   

2. Program distance 
sensing and movement. 

3. Program Inputs, 
outputs, loops, 
selection, sensing and 
variables. (Activity 3) 

4. Program list variables 
that chooses randomly.
