	Measuring the impact of PPG spending

	The school evaluated the impact on each pupil at the end of each term. Evaluation focussed on academic gains and how pupils’ self-confidence has developed as a consequence of the intervention.

67% (4/6) pupils supported in Maths made 4+ points progress (expected progress is 3 points) with the group average of 3.5 points over the year

50% (4/8) pupils supported in Literacy made 4+ points progress(expected progress is 3 points) with the group average of 3.5 points over the year
